e Graduating study groups (B.A./M.A.), formed by a partner university and GJU, who are working in
the same academic field on their graduation project/thesis

e Graduation Projects that include a practical-oriented joint project with a topic aligned towards
the GJU, Jordan or any other GJU Applied Science approach, innovation, technology transfer,
sustainability, energy, and entrepreneurship have priority

e Groups who work on an application-related long-term project eg. concerning one of the above
topics

e Applications are open to any field of study
